Strangler 

figs and epiphytic plants flourish and the crystal-clear Mossman River 

cascades over granite boulders. 

 

 A scenic flight will take you from Cairns to Voyages Lizard Island for your 

overnight stay.  Lizard Island is Australia's northernmost resort, 240km north 

of Cairns and 27km off the coast near Cape Flattery, located right on the 

spectacular Great Barrier Reef, fringed with colourful coral reefs and 24 

postcard perfect beaches.
